The five partner organizations are currently working on 

finishing Project Results 1 and 2, which consists of 32 

teaching tools and infographics dealing with eight financial 

literacy topics: Money and its everyday meaning, Budgeting 

and personal financial management, Financial mathematics, 

Income and earning money, Spending money, Saving money, 

Borrowing money, Financial education and its importance for 

an independent life. 

 

The partners will finish these resources by January and all of 

them will be available in all partner languages later.
